Special forest products may include food like fruits 
and nuts; decorative items like Christmas trees and flowering branches; craft 

products like bird feeders and potpourri; medicines and herbs; or woody biomass 

for fuel.  Participants will make and take home a bird feeder made from a pine 
cone.  (Students will be working with peanut butter.) 

 

Class B:  How Drugs "Operate" in the Body. 

Become an amateur doctor as you help the presenter by operating on the patient 

and exploring the effects of drugs throughout the body. Learn the difference 

between medicine and illegal drugs, and how you can keep yourself safe.
